him and prepared the notice. After that we went to deputy mayor inorder to invite him to do the

help to MannuthyAgri city of Lions club. They were ready to give a sponsorship. So we printed
notice and distributed to the people. We gave that notice to 70 houses. We also collected their phone
numbers and we remembered them about the program.

First we
go to flower market and buy some flowers for inauguration ceremony. Then we buy some stationary
items. Then we buy one lamb for rent from Mannuthy. After this we reached the place at 9.15 am
and do the arrangements such as banner fitting, chair arrangements, mike and so on.
