Online therapy sessions and websites have been
created 0 set up a platform where the affected can
reach out. Various celebrities have taken action in
E:mu:ing the lifeline supports through social media. For
nstance, The Live Love Laugh Foundation’ is a
mental health initiative taken up by the famous
Bollywood actress, Deepika Padukone that illustrates

Though their first allemptisa fnlure, they succeed
in the second attempt. They travel 1o Tehran, then to Iran and finally they reach Turkey,

On reaching Istanbul, they are taken to ltaly ina shipping container where the air is running out and
their deperate cries and bangings cannot be heard. Enayat is suffocated to death, Jamal survives and
reaches Paris. From there he crosses English channel stowed away on a lorry and finally reaches
London. The movie ends with the image of Peshwar refugees.

Winterbottom wants us to identify with Jamal because of the risks he has taken and the excrutiating
experience he has survived. The tithe of the film isa reminder that people like Jamal are in this world and
we cannot ignore them. It also conveys the meaning that “TO BE [N THIS WORLD 1S TO BE

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BURSTING THE STEREOTYPES

T genagers have been labelled as
misunderstood and difficult to manage, as
delinguents and deviants, Variant perspectives in media
often reflect these views, but Julic Andem’s TV Series
SKAM (Norwegian for SHAME ) offers a refreshing
and much-nceded take on the kaleidoscopic lives of
these misrepresented youngsters.

The premise and feel of the show are almost
agpressively Norwegian, with unfamiliar high school
practices, a bizarre lack of parental presence, a culbure
tolerant of underage drinking and sex, and yet most
occurrences regarding the everyday life and times of
the characters are extremely relatable. Each of the
four seasons feature a single main character upon
whaim the plot of the show is focused. These chamcters
tackle many of the same things any average leen
around the world must deal with: school drama,
homewaork, parental expectations and disappoinment,
relationships and heartbreak, but most ofall, the highly
daunting endeavour of friendship. But what makes i
truly unigue is its format.

SKAM revolutionised the way TV is being made
in the digital age by taking the social media presence
of the show one step further. The main characters of
the show all have Instagram accourts that fans of the
show can follow for regular updates alongside the
episodes. Facebook messages between characters
are uploaded as screenshots as well, allowing for
more immersive experience of the show. This unique
method of storyvtelling makes the characters alot more
relatable and closer to real life,

However, this isnot the only reason for ils imimensc
popularity. SKAM takes on varions issues plaguing

the modern world and normalises the discourse
sumounding these topics. The conversations between
these characters are true and fervent and convey real
perspectives and ideas without ever seeming like
cheap dialogue. Even its weakest season offers
incredible storics that are real in the subtlest ways.
Eva's struggle with self-esteem, Vilde's evolving view
upon her body image and loving herself, Even's battle
with bipolar disorder, and Isak’s courage in leaming
toaccept his sexuality are all expressions that motivate
audiences to take refuge in these characters and be
inspired by them to change their lives for the better.

Even though Julic Anderm (the mastermind behind
the show and its premise) is an adult producer, she
has successfully managed to capture the sparitof teen
years through this riveting and artful show. Ina world
where Teen TV Dramas tend to not really be about
tecns, SKAM stands out asan extenstvely researched,
aptly cast and wonderfully presented work of art truly
meant for teens rather than to incite feelings of
nostalgia in adults. lts unexpected popularity
worldwide instigated a series of remakes in different
regions, including Germany. Italy and America, all
promising a refreshing take on familiar characters in
different cultural backgrounds,

Although an Indian remake of the show seems
unlikely, the show remiains a must watch fov all fans of
eenuine storcs and agsthelic presentation. The creator
herself summed up the show quite elegantly
“Because SKAM 15 not my show. All of us
own SKAM.

What will you do if the *Sanskari’ Central Board
of Film Certification of India decides, nol to show
you what the filmmakers want to After 70 years of
gaining Independence, here we are in the 217 century
and vet have we still achieved real freedom? This isa
matter to be discussed. Yes, we are talking about our
freedom of thoughts and expression, leading to the
censorship controversy,

After the whole ‘Spectre’
controversy where the Censor Board
winted James Bond to kiss a litle bess
ind not use abusive language, the
Board hiss pulled out its scissors again,
Novw on the movies like ‘Angry lndian
Goddesses and ‘Lipstick Under My
Burkha', *Lipstick Under My
Burkha', was initially banned,

because it was *women - oriented”. 1t
depicted the seeret world, including

the sex lives. of four small-town Indian women. It
wis released after months of wrsmgling with country’s
notoriously prudish censors, lis director, Alanknta
Shrivasta said she felt ‘numb’ that her film was finally
sereening, five months after she received a letier from
CBFC advising that it should be refused classification.
The letter, dddbed with spelling and grammetical errors,
said that the movie [eatured “abusive words, audio
pornography and 4 sensitive matter touch about one
particular section of society”, implying itmight offend
Indian Muslims. They banned it
because the CBFC felt that this
wils encouraging women to
become more independent.
Well, s0? To me. it doesn’t
make any sense. [1's all about
your (reedom of speech. If a
director wants to make a film
and show it, there's nothing

wrong with it. If vou want to go watch it, watch
it. Otherwise, don't. I's all in your hands, Tt is
high time men are aware of what women feel,
The censors might not hear about it, but WONTIEN
are also discussing these topics amongst
themselves. It's just that men are usually
disconnected from it. As the censor refused
classification, a very important dialozue was
started on mainstream and Social Media, abegt
the female and male gaze and gender politics in
the popular paradigm of cinema in Tndia.

Now, talking about another such similar
movie, The Angrv Indian Goddesses®. the
producers of the movie wanied us to see what
they had made, but couldn®t present before us,
in the theatre. So they released all those
sequences the censor board *censored” as a wel|
edited video on Facebook. Apart from heing
India’s, *first female buddy” film, ‘The Angry
fndian Goddesses”, subtly dealt with several
sensitive issues like gender mequality, women
being ohjectified. gay-straight friendshi ps. hig
business vws tribal rights, tape, caste differences,
skin color prejudice and lax-justice.

D espite what popular opinion umnng
students might lead one to believe, history
and its protagonists have always held & gmat
fascination for humans, presumably from Umes
immemorial, The Queen of the Nile enchanted
thousands during her time and continues o df_’ Soeven
tillennia afier her death, Her famed beauty lives on =
in depictions of her on the silver screen o m.!dc
Costumes worn by the mindless crowds during
Halloween. But was this
infamous beauty truly beyond
“Ompare’? Or was the image
ofan irresistible seductress
Painted by her foes to
tiscredit her?

To uncover the myth
Sutrounding this fabled
Monarch of Egypt, it is
Sssential to leam more about
her stature as a ruler, The last
Member of the Greek-
SPeaking Ptolemaic dynasty,
Cleopatra V11 Philopator was
the only sovereign to leam the
Egyptian language and
“Mbrace the customs of her
Peaple, appealing to Theman
O the basis of patrioftism:
She worked ficreely 10
Protect the independence of

Egypt from the growing Roman Empire. Cleopaira 1s
also belicved to have continued the tradition of family
murder plots by eliminating two brothers and a sister,
the rivals to her throne.

When speaking of her connection to Rome, her
scandalous affairs with two of its repowned generals
cannot be glossed. She first met Julius Cagsar when
she sought his help in her feud with her brother.
Cleopatra, like other rulers of the time, declared herselt
to be a goddess and had a flair
for the dramatic befitting the
divine. During her meeting with
Caesar, she emerged from an
unfirling carpet presented o him
by a servant. She then requested
Caesar’s aid which he readily
gave, being thoroughly
enchanted by this eccentric
display.

A similar bit of theatricality
was involved in her meeting with
Antony when she presented
hersellin the garb of the goddess
Aphrodite. Antony, who
regarded himself as the Greek
pod Dionysus, was enthralled
and the two soon became allics
and lovers. Their affair which
spawned three children became
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a scandal in Rome, and Antony™s rival Octavian hased
his campaign against Antony on his liaison with
Cleopatra. Thus emerged the image of Cleopatra as
a vapid, scheming tempiress who seduced a virmuous
Roman mto betraying his homeland,

Rome couldn’t conceive being intimidated by
anything less than a woman whosc only possible
political weapon was sorcerous sensuality rather than
intellect. It's unfortunate that her"beauty” as
perpetuated by Roman propaganda is the most
surviving record of her, especially since she was more
fearsome than fair. Cleopatra succeeded where her
ancestors failed by earning the support of both her
Greek and Egyptian subjects, Druring the naval battle
against Rome, she led several dozen Egyptian
warships alongside Antony’s fleet. A famed linguist,
she spoke as many as a dozen lan guages and was
cducated in Mathematics, Philosophy, Oratory, and
Astronomy. Egyptian sources later described her ag

a ruler "who elevated the ranks of scholars and
enjoyed their company.”

The recent decision to celebrate the S0
anniversary signifies the crucial role it plaved in
restoring French democracy .

A student - driven movement

In the current scenario where student politics is
being chased out from college campuses , there by
shutting out any room for dissent, the 1968 French
upnsing has a great bearing on student life in India,
French president Charles De Gaullis commented thar
conservalive policies and an outdated academic
curriculum meant a searcity of employment
opporlunitics for the Gootri. This combined with
workers issues of long working hours and low wages
to form an umbrella movement where every voice is
a platform for the creative expression of public




opinion. Dissent was expressed in the form of graffis
on walls buildings . The slogan it is farbidden to
forbid" (llest interdit d'interdire ) was a reminder that
civil rights were citizen's most valued asset . The
protests posed a law and order situation in many parts
of the city. However it didn't turn into a civil war as
the government feared. The numerous wild strikes in
factories and colleges signified the turbylent
atmosphere of the periad. 1t forced authoritics to pay
heed to the fears and anxieties of people .

A new wave of communism
