Rules and requlations

Registration shall commence from 8.30 am to 10.00 am on 18" December 2019.
Registration is open to all aged below 25 years.

College Identity cards are mandatory for registration in case of student participants.
Non students shall carry an original 1D proof (PAN card/ Aadhar card/VVoters ID/
driving License) and one photocopy of the same.

Entry fee once paid is not refundable under any circumstance.

Multiple entries (individual/group) from a college are permitted against payment of
the requisite event registration fee.

Every registered participant should report at the venueten minutes before the
stipulated time.

One can participate in multiple events by paying the requisite registration fee
separately for each event.

Changing / shuffling team members during various rounds of any event are strictly
prohibited.

In the absence of at least three participants an event shall stand cancelled.

The decision of the organizers and the judges shall be final and binding on all the
participants.

Every event has a separate set of rules and all participants are required to abide by
them.

Any participant or team caught indulging in inappropriate behaviour within college
premises will be disqualified.

Participants are strictly advised to take care of their personal belongings. Organizers
will not be held responsible in case of any damage or loss.

Participation certificates will be provided for all registered participants.

Prizes and certificates will be distributed only during the valedictory function.



BEST MANAGER

This event is open for all and the registration fee per head is Rs.200.

This is an individual event aimed at identifying budding managers.
Participants are expected to have laptops with internet facility for power point
presentation. Other contest specific rules will be disclosed at the venue.

The decision of the judges will be final and binding.
TREASURE HUNT

The registration fee per team is Rs.400 and is not open to students of Vimala College.
Each team shall consist of four members. Instructions for each round will be
announced before the commencement of the respective round.

Each team has to announce a leader at the time of registration.

The clues are to be found in a particular order. A team cannot skip a clue. Skipping a
clue will lead to the disqualification of the team.

Do not search for clues in off- limit areas. If anything is moved for the purpose of
searching, the contestants are required to place it back.

Any team indulging in dishonest and unfair means shall be disqualified from the
event.

Registration for this spot event is limited to the first thirty teams.
BUSINESS QUIZ

Registration fee per head is Rs.150 and is not open to students of Vimala College.
Participants can contest either individually or in a team consisting of two members.
The competition shall consist of two rounds.

1. Elimination round (written)

2. Final round (oral)

The participants shall not be allowed to use mobile phones or any other electronic
gadgets during the competition.

Replacement of any participant of a team is not allowed after registration.

Only five teams would be selected for the final round.

The decision of the organizers and the judges will be final and binding on all the

participants.



SPOT DANCE (SOLO)

This event is open for all and the registration fee per head is Rs.150.

Contest specific rules will be disclosed at the venue.

Inappropriate gestures and costumes are strictly prohibited.

The decision of the organizers and the judges will be final and binding on all the
participants.

Registration for this spot event is limited to the first thirty participants.
DUET

This event is open for all and the registration fee per head is Rs.150.

The time limit for each performance is 5-7 minutes.

Choice of songs is open to participants.

The participants are requested to bring sound track in USB drives.

Inappropriate gestures and costumes are strictly prohibited.

The decision of the organizers and the judges will be final and binding on all the
participants.

Registration for this event is limited to the first ten teams.
GROUP DANCE

This event is open for all and the registration fee per team is Rs.500.

A team should consist of minimum 5 and maximum 10 members.

Combining students from different colleges is allowed.

The time limit for each performance is 6-8 minutes.

Choice of songs is open to the participants.

The participants are requested to bring sound track in USB drives.

Inappropriate gestures and costumes are strictly prohibited.

The decision of the organizers and the judges will be final and binding on all the
participants.

Registration for this event is limited to the first fifteen teams.



SPOT PHOTOGRAPHY

This event is open for all and the registration fee Rs.150 per head.

Participants shall bring their own cameras with an inserted formatted SD card which
is to be verified by the organisers at the venue. If required you may bring monopods
or tripods.

The pixel size of cameras or mobiles should not exceed 12 MP.

Participants shall not resort to morphing, blending or software’s like Photoshop
during the competition.

Participants shall submit 5 photos within two hours and the best would be selected.
The theme for the competition will be announced at the venue.

All submitted photos must contain the original EXIF metadata information. However
there must be no border(s), logo(s), copyright marks, identifying marks, or any other
visible references and/or marks on the image.

Basic editing, including colour enhancement, the use of filters, and cropping of the
Photo(s) is acceptable, providedany such editing does not affect the authenticity
and/or genuineness of the Photo(s).

Advanced editing used to create illusions, deceptions and/or manipulations, and the
adding and removing of significant elements within the frame is prohibited.

Photos that portray or otherwise include inappropriate and/or offensive content,
including provocative nudity, violence, human rights and/or environmental violation,
and/or any other contents deemed to be contrary to the law, religious, cultural &
moral traditions and practices of India, are strictly prohibited and will be immediately

discarded.
